Silky Playdo

Ingredients:

1 Cup of Salt

2 tbs of Cream of Tartar

Ya cup of oil

Food Colouring (mix and create colours with your child)
4 Cups of Plain Flour

Children can measure and combine these ingredients.
Parent to add 4 Cups of Boiling Water

Stir thoroughly until cooled enough to knead

Knead the dough to evenly distribute ingredients and colour your child can
help with this if it is sufficiently cooled

Glitter and scented oil can be added to provide further diversity to the
sensory play experience



Slime

500g Corn Flour

Food Colouring

Warm water (sufficient to mix to form a doughy paste)

Dry ingredients are poured out, slowly mix in the warm water to form a blob

The goo will be fluid and liquid like until put under pressure by dropping or
clapping onto it. Then it becomes a hard substance.

I find that putting the flour on a plastic table or sheet and allowing the
children to mix in the colour and warm water creates greater fun (and mess)

You can add some interest to this by putting little plastic bugs into the mix,
it then becomes slime with bugs...

% packet of Lux Flakes
Food Colouring
Warm Water

Children can pour out
the lux flakes and add
colour and water to mix
on a plastisheet or
table

The warm goo created
by the lux flakes can be
used for sensory play or
can be used to finger
paint with onto paper or
card.
